The night watch man shows you the varied 
history of the city, from the small idyllic village to world-
renowned music and cultural metropolis, past great com-
posers’ original places of work. Discover rare aspects and 
mysteries of the nightly town. Old places and houses tell 
their exciting tales.

 HAYDN´S TOWN EISENSTADT 

 

Come with us on a walk along the so-called ‘Haydn-Trail’, 
which leads you through our picturesque town. The city 
tour begins at Haydn-Church. The northern tower of this 
church holds the last resting place of Joseph Haydn, the 
Haydn-Mausoleum.  We then walk past the Calvary, 
across the Jewish Quarter to Haydn’s house. Both 
Haydn’s private life and his work finds itself represented 
comprehensively in Haydn’s former living quarters in 
Eisenstadt. Past the Franciscan Church, the walk brings 
you to the historic down-town, featuring numerous      
baroque townhouses, city hall and the baroque column 
dedicated to the victims of the black plague. Heading 
back to the starting point of the walk, we pass the       
Esterhazy Palace, which currently houses a special exhibit    
entitled ‘ Highlights of the Esterhazy Palace ‘. On display 
you will find never before shown treasures of the princes’  
arts collections. The magnificent Haydn Hall, a concert 
hall known the world over for its phenomenal acoustics, 
is one of the most beautiful concert halls in the world. 
The concert hall is an absolute highlight of the palace 
tour. The Sala Terrena holds a special treat for opera  
lovers. The exhibit ‘ Haydn Exuberant ‘ takes you on a 
tour  to the fantastic  world of  the 18th century opera 
scene.

THE ROYAL GARDEN –  
WALKS THROUGH THE ROYAL GARDENS  

OF ESTERHÁZY PALACE 
 
 

Immerse yourself in the century-old history of the royal 
Esterhazy garden in Eisenstadt. As early as in the 19th 
century, this park was renowned for its beauty through-
out Europe. The royal garden unites history, culture and 
nature. Our walk leads us past the temple of Leopoldine, 
the orangery and the machine house, past ponds, creeks 
and botanical treasures. Enjoy the unique atmosphere of 
this park.  
Duration: approx.  120 minutes  
Group size: up to 35 persons  

STRONG WOMEN IN EISENSTADT 
 

Come on a stroll through old-town Eisenstadt and          
discover traces of once powerful women in Eisenstadt. In 
the Jewish Quarter we evoke the lives of Franziska Wolf 
and  Ottilie Laschober. We visit the Haydn House and 
learn about Mrs. Haydn and her surroundings. In the   
cathedral we remember the widow Anna Barbara        
Kroiherin, whose  foundation had a major impact on the    
cultivation of music amongst Eisenstadt’s bourgeoisie.  
We also want to give you an insight in the influence    
noble women had at the Esterhazy court – influence that 
was decisive for the Liszt family.

Also get to know 
other places like the Oberberg 
Church and the monastery of the 
Franciscans – places father and 
son Liszt  visited  numerous 
times. Don’t miss Eduard Liszt’s 
‘Blue Parlour‘ in the Burgenland 
Regional Museum.
